•  To develop basic catching and throwing skills. 

Children will be able to  throw a ball underarm 

towards a partner 

• To learn how to hold and use a cricket bat safely. 

Children will be able to hold a bat correctly and strike 

a stationary ball with control. 

• To understand simple rules and teamwork in cricket. 

Children will understand taking turns, working as a 

team and following simple game rules.

• The story of The Widow’s Mite
