In Literacy we will be:

e Looking and identifying different
features of poems.

e Reciting and writing poems.

e Reading a selection of books about
characters such as ‘Jim and the
Beanstalk’.

e Creating our own versions of Jack and
The Beanstalk.

e Continue to develop our adjectives and
adverbs to create descriptive writing on
settings and characters.

o Develop planning skills for our writing.

e Continuously developing our cursive
handwriting.

e Using VIPERS in our guided reading
sessions to develop skills relating to
Vocabulary, Inference, Prediction,
Explain, Retrieval, Sequencing.
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In TenTen we will be learning about:

The specifics of human life cycle, including the end
of life.

The ways to communicate about death in a direct
yet gentle way.

How to use the internet, what they find difficult
and that we need to establish some rules to keep
us safe.

In science,” Plants”, we will:

ename plant parts and identify the different
functions of a plant.

e Name different plants, e.g. vegetables,
flowers.

In P.E we will be learning about: Cricket

Perform a range of catching and gathering skills with
control, begin to understand how to bowl and bat.

In our Mathematics learning the class will be
looking at:

e Continuing to develop our knowledge of
addition and subtraction.

e Measure different lengths of plants and
other objects.

e Use four operations with volume and

capacity.

e Continue to learn our 2,3,5 and 10 times
tables.

e Recognising and finding a half, a quarter
and a third.

e Recognising the equivalence of a half and
two-quarters

e Recapping quarter and half past and
discussing how these also represent 15
minutes and 30 minutes past.

o Telling the times 5 past, 10 past, 20 past
and 25 past.

In our R.E topic ‘To the Ends of the Earth” we will:
